A REMINDER TO THE PRECIOUS METALS INDUSTRY:
1. Please note that according to the Precious Metals Act, 2005 (Act 37 of 2005) and Regulations made under the Act (as amended by Government Gazette No. 30942 of 4 April 2008), prescribed registers and/or information submission forms must be submitted periodically (quarterly, 6-monthly or annually as the case may be) to the South African Diamond & Precious Metals Regulator (contact details below). 
This applies to the following licence/permit/right/certificate holders:
· Recovery works licence or Refining Licence;

· Jeweller’s permit including a jeweller’s permit issued under the Mining Rights Act, 1967, and which continues in force in terms of section 24(3) of the Precious Metals Act, 2005 (Act 37 of 2005);

· Precious metal beneficiation licence ;

· Special permit including a special permit issued under the Mining Rights Act, 1967, and which continues in force in terms of section 24(3) of the Precious Metals Act, 2005;

· Certificate including a certificate issued under the Mining Rights Act, 1967, and which continues in force in terms of section 24(3) of the Precious Metals Act, 2005;

· Mining right, mining permit or other authorisation entitling the holder to remove and dispose of (mine) any precious metal;

· Import permit; and

· Export approval. 

2. In order to keep proper records of production and sales of precious metals, every producer of precious metal must complete and submit form PM REG1 (contained in the Regulations published in Gazette No. 30942 of 4 April 2008) for registration with the SA Diamond & Precious Metals Regulator on or before 30 May 2008. 
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
